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Abstract:  Enhancing and Modifying Light for Crime Scene Photography

This presentation is designed to help beginning and intermediate photographers better understand how to control light when photographing crime scenes and evidence in the lab.  Topics will include:

· Electronic flash techniques including bounce flash, fill flash, off-camera flash, using multiple flash units, using infrared and radio controllers for off-camera and multiple flash photography, and painting with light.
· Light modifiers for outdoor existing light photography including diffusers, flags and reflectors.

· Filters including color correcting filters, neutral density filters and polarizing filters.

· Cross-polarization for controlling glare and hot spots on. reflective surfaces.
